2019 brought a slightly lower yield in the 
vineyard.The fruit was handpicked and sorted 
in the field. It was crushed, cold soaked 
and fermented using a Rockpile isolate yeast. 
After pressing, it was barreled for 23-months. 
This wine has flavors of Cherry,Raspberry and 
Goji Berry along with an oak-driven vanilla spice..
